PROPRIETARY RESEARCH TRIALS PRESENTED AT THE 2007 CRF SUMMER MEETINGS
CRF’s (Cooperative Research Farms) 2007 Summer Research Meetings were held June 26-28, 2007 at the Westin Bristol Place in Toronto, Ontario.  CRF Research Council participants from seven CRF members attended the meetings, which were highlighted by the presentation of sixteen recently completed CRF research trials that were reviewed and discussed by the CRF participants.  New and innovative proprietary research was reported for Beef, Broiler, Dairy, Equine, Layers and Swine.  One such example were the dairy research trials conducted by CRF related to RAC+® which is the continued refinement of CRF’s patented Rumen Available Carbohydrate® concept.  CRF members’ dairy programs are seeing significant benefits from this proprietary research area.  
The trials reported at this meeting combined with the twenty-two research trials from the CRF 2007 Winter Research Meetings in March brings the year-to-date total to 38, a vast amount of new proprietary information for the CRF members’ utilization; which also shows the CRF members financial commitment to conducting large-scale research trials for the benefit of their livestock, poultry and equine customers.
The well attended Summer Meetings also included sessions for the CRF Research Teams for Beef & Dairy, Equine & Specialty, Poultry and Swine allowing the participants to review research, develop new research proposals and prioritize upcoming research areas.  The CRF Communications Committee also met for their business session to review marketing plans and hold a “Shared Marketing” session discussing the members’ use of their websites to enhance feed sales.
