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CRF to have New Swine Nursery for Innovative Nutrition Research 

Kalmbach Feeds to construct new research facility
Richmond, Va.— The Board of Directors for Cooperative Research Farms (CRF), one of the world’s largest privately owned livestock and poultry research networks, has approved the addition of a new swine nursery for nutrition research to be added to their network of research facilities.  After evaluating various options and proposals the membership chose to conduct future nursery pig research in a facility to be built and managed by CRF member Kalmbach Feeds near Upper Sandusky, Ohio.  “The new research nursery will allow CRF members to stay ahead of their competitors with their baby pig feeding programs” stated Marquis Roy of Cooperative Federee de Quebec and Coordinator of the CRF Swine Research Team.

CRF nursery research will commence in the new facility once construction is completed which is projected for this August.  The new research facility will offer the CRF members several advantages: it is ideal in size and treatment replications; flexibility in pen sizes; all-in/all-out management; high health status and biosecurity; access to different genetic lines; research and technical staffing support; and a cost effective research system for the CRF members. 

The nursery will have a capacity of 1,200 pigs in three rooms (400 pigs per room and 40 pens per room) with unlimited options for trials.   Each room will also have its own system of scales for weighing pigs and feed.  Kalmbach Feeds will also be providing access to older weaned groups of pigs at 18-21 days of age, as well as the standard earlier weaning.

“The result will be a world-class nursery research facility for the members of CRF, that will assist in the creation of more value for their customers and create competitive advantages for the members”, noted Paul Kalmbach, President Kalmbach Feeds. 
CRF is celebrating its golden anniversary, and since its inception in 1954 has been dedicated to providing the latest valid nutritional technology that can be transferred to livestock and poultry producers and horse owners.
