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CRF OPENS NEW ADVANCED SWINE RESEARCH NURSERY 

Richmond, Va.— Cooperative Research Farms (CRF), one of the world’s largest privately owned livestock and poultry research networks, has completed construction of a new swine nursery for nutrition research, adding to their network of state-of-the-art research facilities.  The initial stocking of early-weaned pigs for the first trial in the facility was January 10th.  The nursery research unit near Upper Sandusky, Ohio is owned and managed by CRF’s member Kalmbach Feeds, Inc. 

The new research facility provides CRF members with several advantages: ideal size and treatment replications; flexibility in pen size; all-in/all-out management; high health status and biosecurity; access to different genetic lines; research and technical staffing support; and a cost effective research system for the CRF members. 

The nursery has a capacity of 1,200 pigs in three rooms (40 pens per room with 400 pigs per room) with unlimited options for trials.   Each room will also have its own system of scales for weighing pigs and feed, as well as separate water meters to evaluate water based medications.  The nursery is fitted with six feed bins and has the capability to feed different treatment diets from either bulk or bagged feed, allowing CRF limitless feeding options for research trials.  Kalmbach Feeds will also be providing access to older weaned groups of pigs at 18-21 days of age, as well as the standard earlier weaning.

“We are pleased to be a partner in CRF and in this world-class nursery research facility that will assist in the creation of more value for our customers”, noted Paul Kalmbach, President Kalmbach Feeds.
