CRF Sow Research Projects are Underway!

Cooperative Research Farms (CRF), the world’s largest livestock and poultry research network, has successfully begun trials at their 600-sow breeding-to-weaning research facility near Frampton, Quebec.  This newest addition to the CRF network of research farms is owned and operated by Cooperative Federee de Quebec and is located 70 kilometers south of Quebec City.   The initial trial, examining the impact of feed manufacturing technology on sow and litter performance during the lactation period, was completed in January.  Currently a multi-parity gestation and lactation trial is underway to evaluate the levels and use of fiber and its affect on reproductive parameters. 

This research facility is dedicated to conducting proprietary research of the breeding herd, focusing on the nutritional needs of highly productive maternal genetics, gilt development programs, and improving the longevity and productivity of the sow herd.  The large size of this herd allows CRF to conduct numerous research trials while maintaining a high level of replications and confidence in the validity of our sow research.  Thus, new technology is transferred to swine producers, with assurance that the performance advantages will be repeated in their swine production operations.

With the decline of other sow research programs and the lack of current information available from both private industry and the public domain, CRF remains on the forefront of research in this area of great economical benefit to the swine industry.

Cooperative Research Farms is an innovative, multi-national organization of seven regional cooperatives in the United States, Canada, and France.  The CRF members have worked together for over forty-eight years, conducting livestock and poultry nutrition & management related research for the benefit of their farmer-owners.
