THIRTY-TWO PROPRIETARY RESEARCH TRIALS PRESENTED AT THE 2002 CRF WINTER RESEARCH MEETING
An active and successful CRF (Cooperative Research Farms) Winter Research Meeting was held Feb 12-15 at the Radisson Resort Parkway in Kissimmee, Florida.   Forty-seven CRF Research Council participants from seven member cooperatives of CRF attended the meeting, which was highlighted by the presentation of 32 new CRF research reports as well as several updates current research trials underway.  New and innovative proprietary research was reported in the CRF research areas of: Beef, Broiler, Dairy, Equine, Layer, Rabbit, and Swine.  This brings the total number of research trials reported to 53 for the current CRF fiscal year.

In addition, the CRF Beef, Dairy, Poultry, Specialty and Swine Research Teams presented their annual reports, which included team activities, significant events and accomplishments, research directions and goals, and cost analysis.  Other events during the week included an evaluation of CRF’s dairy research program by the Research Evaluation Committee; Research Team Meetings designed for future research planning by the Beef, Dairy, Poultry, Specialty (equine and rabbits), and Swine Research Teams; and discussions of marketing research and feed programs by the CRF Communications Committee.
